Gottlieb Daimler and Charles Benz were two inventors, They lived in
Germany. They were both interested in car production. At the end of the
19th century each of them designed a car. At the same time they organized
two independent firms to produce them.

All the cars produced by the firm of Daimler were called “Mercedes™.
Mercedes was a daughter’s name of one of the stockholders of the firm. .
This man saved the firm of Daimler from the financial c¢risis at the
beginning of the 20th century. But after the World War I the firm of
Daimier met with financial difficulties again. 'This time it had to join the
firm of Benz. Since that time all the cars produced by the firm “Daimler-
Benz” have been called “Mercedes-Benz”,

The Temple Of Artemis at Ephesus

Is it simply a temple? How could it take its place among other unique structures
such as Great Pyramid, the Hanging Gardens and the Colossus of Rhodes?

For the people who actually visited it the answer was simple. It was not just

a temple. It was the most beautiful structure on earth. It was built in honour

of the Greek goddess of hunting, wild nature and fertility. That was the Temple
of Artemis at Ephesus.

It was situated in the ancient city of Ephesus (about 50 km south of Izmir

in Turkey). Although the foundation of the temple dates back to the 7th
century BC, the structure was built around 550 BC. The great marble temple
was decorated with bronze statues of Amazons sculpted by the most

skilled artists of their time.

The temple served as both a marketplace and a religious institution.

Recent archeological excavations revealed gifts from pilgrims including
statuettes of Artemis made of gold and ivory, earrings, bracelets and necklaces.
In 356 BC a man named Herostratus burned the temple to ground. Over the

next two decades the temple was restored. It was again destroyed by

the Goths in 262 AD and then rebuilt. By the 4th century AD most Ephesians

had converted to Christianity and the temple lost its religious glamour. In 401 AD
the Temple of Artemis was torn down by St John Chrysostom. Ephesus was later
deserted, and only in the late 19th century the site has been excavated. Attempts
were recently made to rebuild the temple, but only a few columns have been re-
erected.

The Temple of Artemis is one of the Seven Wonders of the World.

It is situated in Greece.

Its columns are made of bronze.

The temple was founded in 550 BC.

It was built in honour of a Greek queen.

Today it is a museum which houses many works of art, including four ancient
bronze statues of Amazons.

Vereshchagin Gleb Yuryevich
In 1908 he graduated from the gymnasium in Warsaw, in 1913-the natural Department of the

faculty of physics and mathematics of the University of Warsaw, from 1914-Junior zoologist of the
Zoological Museum (now the Zoological Institute of the Academy of Sciences), from 1918-Keeper
(scientist) of this Museum.

In the history of G. Yu. Vereshchagin entered as one of the founders of Limnological science.
Since 1916, his research has been connected with the Baikal theme. In the summer of 1916, he
worked for two months on Lake Baikal. Since 1924, all his research and organizational activities as
the Secretary Of the Commission of the Academy of Sciences for the study of the lake (1924-1927),
as the Creator and permanent head of the Baikal Limnological station (1927-1944) were given to
Lake Baikal.

Vereshchagin's research work was highly appreciated at the International Limnological
Congress in Rome (1927), he was awarded the highest awards of the International Association of
theoretical and applied Limnology, the medal. Semyonov-Tien-Shan Russian geographical society.
Vereshchagin is named after the flagship of the research fleet on lake Baikal. In 1989, at the
initiative of the Limnological Institute of the SB as of the USSR, the first readings dedicated to G.
Yu.Vereshchagin were held in the village of Listvyanka. There is a memorial monument on the
grave of G.Yu.Vereshchagin.

The word “Baikal” came from Turk language. The word “bai” means “wealthy” and “kul” means
“lake”. So “Baikal” originally means “wealthy lake”. And it is wealthy. The lake contains 20% of
the world surface fresh water. The lake is 1637 meters deep. The lake is so huge and enormous that
locals call it Sea. Lake Baikal is surrounded by some magnificent mountain ranges, such as the
Primorsky, Baikalsky and Barguzinsky. More than 300 rivers flow into Lake Baikal and only one
river, the Angara, flows outwards. The total area of the site is 8.8 million hectares, which includes
the lake's surface, three reserves, and two national parks, Pribaikalsky and Tunkinsky. The Baikal
water is crystal clear, and when you can see the shimmering stones on the bottom of the lake it's
hard to believe they're so deep down. But then this tranquillity can easily become a tempest. As the
lake changes its mood, the wind rises and huge waves begin to roll across the surface. The area of
Baikal is a highly seismic zone with the frequent earthquakes.
Flora and fauna
Most of the 2,635 species of animals and plants discovered in and around Lake Baikal cannot be
found anywhere else in the world, almost 70% of them are endemic. The lake is also the only
breeding ground for the Baikal freshwater Seal named Nerpa and the Omul fish, a far relative of
Salmon. Both Nerpa and Omul are very special in the sense that these sorts of creatures exist only
in the oceans. But how did they find their way into Baikal? Some people think that they traveled to
Baikal along the vast Siberian rivers, others believe that Baikal used to be an ocean before.

I’m sure Baikal is a Lake. Many points prove that. Among the others - the word
itself originally includes a part which means “lake”. The next - it contains fresh
water. Neither the Sea nor the Ocean are fresh, they are salt.
